1.  Review of September Minutes

-Motion to approve minutes from September by T. Haller, 2nd by S. McLeod.

2.  Treasurer Report
-Account balances are: Savings: $7,660.84; 6 mo. CD: $12,901.75, 12 mo. CD #1 $39,902.35, 12 mo CD #2: $39,734.12; checking $809.71. 

-1 CD renewed at a 2% interest rate.

-P. Tracey distributed a list of sponsorship information via email.

-Mite 1 game 10/17 between periods in UMD Bulldog game went very well. 


3.  Rink Director Report
-Still tabulating numbers from registration. 2 families still need to be completed on the website. Jim Kehtel and T. Haller will be meeting this week to finalize.

-Need background checks completed and turned in to Pete Hill soon for all Board members and coaches. T. Haller will send out the link to the form for them to be completed.

-There are about 20 kids expected at the Mite 1 level and the group thinks that 3 teams may be appropriate.

-There will be a meeting with Squirt parents Monday, 10/19 during practice. There are 45 kids registered between Twig and Proctor. Twig has 24 and Proctor has 21. Depending on what happens in Squirt A tryouts, there could be 3 teams of 15 players each (1 A, 1 Proctor, 1 Twig). Depending on who makes the A team, 1 may need be a combined Twig/Proctor team. There is also the option of having 4 11-12 player teams (1 A, 1 Twig, 1 Proctor, 1 combined Twig/Proctor). The group had discussion regarding how to determine how the combined team would be chosen. Decision would need to be made about ice and what jerseys would be used. There will be a parents’ meeting to discuss and get feedback.

-Boards on the rinks still need to be replaced. Work day will be  Monday, 10/26 at 5:00.
