1.  Review of April Minute


-M. Zupetz motioned to approve April minutes. T. Haller seconded. Motion carried.

2.  Treasurer Report

-M. Zupetz reported that taxes were filed on time this year. 


-Money may have been transferred from savings. Amount will have to be confirmed by P. Tracey.

-Group had discussion about tournament funding levels and ice rental costs. Approval levels for 2008-2009: Mite 1-$500, Mite 2-$700, Squirt-$1,200. Jim Kehtel suggested reducing fall ice time. T. Haller will be looking into rental costs and availability at Proctor, Carlton, Hermantown, Heritage, etc and send findings in email.


3.  Rink Director Report

-T.Haller stated that registration will be completely online this year. He will be updating and sending a registration letter for review via email. Copies of birth certificates and waivers will still have to be collected at registration. Cards will be available to parents and coaches. Registration website link will have to be linked to the Twig Hockey website. T. Haller will be talking to Shelley about this. 


-Registration will be 9/24 & 9/26. 


-Tanks are being worked on for the zamboni.


-M. Zupetz recommended putting  crushed concrete on the bad rinks to address base problems. 


-Jim Kehtel stated that there may be a problem with Squirt numbers again this year. We have 25+, Proctor has 20. Jim suggested partnering with Proctor to have 3 teams. Will wait until after Squirt A tryouts to determine next steps. 

4.  Equipment Director Report

-S. McLeod has not heard from Dan Couture on the jerseys. He also did not receive an equipment listing. M. Zupetz will contact Dan Couture. 


-Blue pucks have to be used for Mite 2. More may need to be ordered.
5.  Equipment Maintenance

-J. Aase has hoses for the zamboni tanks. 


-T. Haller will check on when the zamboni tanks will be ready.


-Replacement boards and the blue line will be painted this year.

6.  Tournament Director

-J. Greer will look into what tournament fees were last year to help determine if they will need to be raised this year.

7.  Fundraising

-B. Shouts recommended that the Booster Club be discontinued this year. It was difficult getting information from coaches. Membership was low. 


-B. Shouts suggested selling $100 worth of pizzas and/or raffle tickets or pay $100 if not willing to sell. Concern was raised about this being a step away from the community atmosphere we have in Twig.


-Group agreed that the Booster Club, pizzas, and raffles  will be fund raisers again this year. Will look for non-board members to assist with the newsletters. Booster Club will be more strongly promoted. Greater participation in this fund raiser will reduce the need for selling other items.

8.  Concession Report

-Jodi Kehtel purchased a new hot dog machine.

-Concession checking balance is $3,086.60. 
She will be in touch with P. Tracey about money needing to be


 transferred to the general account. $1,500 is in concession savings that has never been used. 


-Concession prices will be raised this year due to increased purchase prices. 

-Decals and car magnets will be sold at the concession this year.
9.  Old Business

-Jim Kehtel motioned the TAHA Bylaws be amended as follows: “Twig Amateur Hockey


 Association Team colors and logo shall be that of the Chicago Blackhawks.” J. Greer seconded. Issue will


 be tabled until the next meeting when it will be read again.
