1.  Review of October Minutes

2.  Treasurer Report


-P. Tracey sent updated sign sponsors. 2 additions.


-Payment has not been made to Proctor Builders. Tax exempt status is being reviewed. J. Greer stated the ST3 form (certificate of exemption) only should be  needed 

-Account balances are: Savings-$7660.84, 6 mo CD -$12,901.75, 12 Mo CD #1-$39,902.35, 12 Mo. CD #2-$33,962.81, Checking - $2,689.71


3.  Rink Director Report

4.  Equipment Report

5.  Equipment Maintenance
-T. Greer was welcomed as the new Maintenance Director replacing John Aase.

-The zamboni tanks will be here next week. They are being repaired at no charge.

-A replacement sump pump may be needed.

-Kris Sundbom gave $100 donation for tournament sponsorship that could also be used for raffles if needed.

-PAHA will not be doing parking at Snow Cross this year. This is an opportunity for TAHA. It is 3 days Thanksgiving weekend. This may overlap with 24 hour flooding. If it gets bumped due to warm weather, may reconsider. Group agreed that this is not something that will be pursued at this time.

-B. Shouts stated that pizza prepping will be done in the concession area 12/4, Fri. 4:30-6:30 

-Tickets will be printed and available in early January.

-Jodi Kehtel will order socks for the teams. Colors will be black and red. Squirts will have both


 colors.

100 vinyl window


 clings will also be ordered.


-T. Haller stated that there are coaches that would like to get jackets. He will look at costs for jackets and


 hoodies for parents to consider.

He would prefer that it be paid at the time


 of the game. There should not be an issue at the Mite 1 and 2 level. For Squirts, Jim Kehtel stated that


 parents are paying $50 each for amount above the $1200 tournament fees allowed by the Association.
